In Delaware, the $9.4 million dollars in revenue leads to an estimated impact of $17.3 million dollars.  

In addition, Delaware will serve between 17,000 and 34,000 additional new patients by 2015.

America’s Health Centers’ system of community-based health care homes has had a remarkable record of success over more than 45 years in providing quality health care and saving the entire health care system money.
